What is the Overtime Proposal and Why Should I Care?

By now you probably have heard that the U.S. Department of Labor (DOL) has issued a "proposed rule and 
request for comments" regarding overtime eligibility.  For those of you who want to chat intelligently about 
this topic at cocktail parties-but would prefer not to read the entire 295-page proposal-we offer the follow-
ing FAQ: 
   

What is the big deal about this proposal? 
  
While the proposed rule contains many provisions, its affect on overtime eligibility is the most controver-
sial.  Under current law, an employer need only pay certain white collar employees $455 per week 
($23,660 annually) to avoid paying overtime.  The new proposal calls for an increase in the current mini-
mum salary threshold to $970 per week ($50,440 annually), with automatic threshold increases thereaf-
ter.  The DOL estimates that this change will affect nearly 5 million workers who currently are not eligible 
for overtime. 
   

By way of example, in many industries (e.g, retail, fast food, gas stations) it is not uncommon for manag-

ers to earn annual salaries far below the proposed $50,440.  If the rule becomes final, employers will need 

to either increase manager salaries or be prepared to pay overtime to those workers.
